CamperdownCollege willactivelypromote the connection between attendance, educational success anf
life-long health and wellbeing, reinforcing the expectation that every student must be on time, every dfly,
ready br learning.The following processes will be implemented across the school:

Every absence requires a reasonable explanation and parents/guardians are required to communjfgate
absences to the office via a note, teleplopall or Compass notification prion,tor on the day of the
aidzRSyiQa FoaSyoOoSo

Where the school is not notified of an absence, the Office Manager will phone the parent/guardian on|fphe
day of the absence and records of successful and unsuccessful attempts to contact parent/guardian Wil be
kept.

The College will implement the following processes to respond to absence, in line with Departmenj( of
Education policies and processes:

a. If parent/guardian supplies reasonable explanation (illness, accident or unforeseen event)||the
absence will be appred by the principal.

b. If parent/guardian is uncontactable or the explanation for absence is not deemed reasonable byjthe
principal, the absence will be coded as unapproved.

c. After five unapproved absences in any one year, the principal will write to (ihdzRS y |ff Q
parent/guardian to request a support meeting, the aim of which will be tales@lop an
attendance plan.

If parent/guardian does not attend the support meeting or if unapproved absences continue in gpite
of an attendance plan the principal witd S G KS WoBHFBHNRIE & &F 2de9wS E LI (A v
to refer the matter to the Regional Director, who has the authority to impose a fine.
Where a student is not attending school regularly and punctually, the Assistant Principal and Wellbgling
staff will work closely with the student and his/her family to provide support, and refer the family
outside agencies where appropriate.
Teachers will mark the roll at the beginning of the school day, after recess and after lunch at the Jufnior
Campus: andt the beginning of every teaching session at the Senior Campus.
Parents will have access to real time and cumulative attendance information through the online Comfjass
tool.
From PrepYear 10, the six weekly progress on Compass will reflect the impawbredittendance on
progress. A progress rating above 2 can only be achieved if the student has met the attend3
requirements for that period. ‘
VCAA requires schools to communicate and enforce minimum attendance requirements for the satisfagjory
completionof a VCAL or VCE subject. At Camperd@aeltege the minimumattendance requirement is
90% and students who fall below this are at risk of unsatisfactory completion.
. VCE students absent for a School Assessed Coursework task will be required to supptakcertificate.
. Regular attendance will be recognised and celebrated through the Junior Campus weekly class atten ance
award and end of semester certificates to recognise high levels of attendance for students at cu
campuses. H
. Regular attendance at kool, including at camps, excursions, incursions and sporting events, is a f
requisite for students wishing to apply for student leadership positions.
. Students undertaking the Victorian Certificate of Applied Learning (VCAL) will receive a Camper DWN
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. Parents/guardians are encouraged to make appointments for-umgent medical and personal matter
outside of school hours.
. Extended absence due to family holiday will be managed on a case by case basis, with an indiyidual
education plan negotiated where possible. Parents are expected to advise the school well in advanfie of
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planned family holidays ding term time to determine eligibility for approved absence.
. The College will enforce and communicate protocols to encourage punctuality to school and to each ¢fgss,
including a starbf-day lateness process at the Senior Campus.
