Free MeningococcalACWY Vaccinefor Year 10, 11 and 12

In 2017 the Victorian Secondary School Vaccine Program will offer free meningococcal ACWY vaccine to students in Year 10
and 12. The vaccine provides protection against four strains of menitggd disease (ACWY) and is administered as a single dose.
The consent card has been sent home with your child. You need to read the information, complete and return the casdfegard
whether your child is being vaccinated at school.

Adolescents arat increased risk of meningococcal disease. Although uncommon, it can beceieetfening, very quickly. There
are different strains of meningococcal bacteria known by letters of the alphabet, including meningococcal A, B, C, W azwbit. |
years,the meningococcal W strain has increased across Australia, with Victoria experieletiagcases to date in 2017 and 48
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cases in 2016, compared to 17 cases in 2015, four in 2014 and one in 2013. It is now the predominant strain in Vietonande |
about meningococcal disease, the meningococcal ACWY vaccine and how you can prepare your child for vaccination,
betterhealth.vic.gov.au or immunehero.health.vic.govihase vaccinations have been scheduled for late August.
